These lists are 
not exhaustive and RMOs can seek reimbursement for items that are not on the lists provided: 

The item is a requirement of training, or an application prerequisite set by the relevant Speciality College; or 

Where the item is not a requirement of training or an application prerequisite, it must be considered 
generally relevant and beneficial to relevant RMOs towards completion of the vocational pathway 

Endorsed for reimbursement by the appropriate clinical lead
