REQUIREMENTS

Māori review of research is an ethical and legislative requirement for research conducted in District Health Boards (DHBs) in Aotearoa/New Zealand.  District Health Boards are required to ensure that research carried out within their region protects Māori cultural interests, promotes Māori wellbeing and provides mechanisms for Māori participation (NEAC 2012a, 2012b, Ministry of Health, 2012), and in order to give effect to the Treaty of Waitangi, researchers must engage and formally consult with Māori (MOH 2012).
We follow the principles set out in Te Ara Tika in reviewing research applications (Health Research Council , 2010). Te Ara Tika utilizes four core principles derived from tikanga Māori , Whakapapa, tika, Manaakitanga and mana to evaluate your research request.
